11. (1) There shall be a ward committee for each ward in a municipality to be constituted within six 
months of the constitution of the municipality. 
(2) Each ward committee shall consist of–  
(a) the member of the municipality representing the ward, who shall be the chairperson of the ward 
committee;  
(b) not less than three and not more than ten persons representing the civic society as area sabha 
representatives, from the ward, to be nominated by the municipality: 
Provided that if the population of the ward is not more than ten thousand, the number of nominated 
members shall be four, and thereafter, there shall be one additional member for every four thousand 
population or part thereof: 
Provided further that in reckoning the number of additional members of the ward committee 
exceeding four, any part of less than two thousand population may be ignored: 
Provided further that at least one-third of the members shall be women and the number of members 
representing Scheduled Caste and Backward Class shall be in proportion to their population in that 
ward;
